E.V.M.S. Workers’ Compensation 

Claim Prescription Policy

If you have had a work-related injury or illness requiring medical treatment, and the treating physician prescribes medications, please note the following Workers’ Compensation Claim Prescription Policy:

1. You may not use your prescription card to pay for medications prescribed for a workers’ compensation claim. 

2. Pay for prescription at your pharmacy of choice, and send a copy of the receipt and any accompanying documentation identifying medication prescribed and cost to the Human Resources Department/Cindy Kal. 

3. If you prefer, you may have your prescription filled at the Hague Pharmacy located on the first floor of the Medical Tower (on the E.V.M.S. campus).    Notify Employee Occupational Health (446-5870 or 446-7105) prior to having the prescription filled, and arrangements will be made to bill Human Resources directly so you don’t have to pay the out of pocket expense for the prescription.
